The story isinspired by the Book of Hosea from the Bible, and its central theme is the redeeming
love of God towards sinners.

By 2020, the novel had sold over three million copies worldwide since its publication in 1991, and was
trandated into 30 languages. In 2022, the book was adapted as a film which was directed by D.J. Caruso and
starred Abigail Cowen, Tom Lewis and Eric Dane.
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Hannah (; Hebrew: ??7????? 7ann? "favor, grace") is one of the wives of Elkanah mentioned in the First Book
of Samuel. According to the Hebrew Bible she was the mother of Samuel.
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The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe is a portal fantasy novel written by British author C. S. Lewis,
published by Geoffrey Blesin 1950. It isthe first published and best known of seven novelsin The
Chronicles of Narnia (1950-1956). Among all the author's books, it is also the most widely held in libraries.
It was the first of The Chronicles of Narniato be written and published, but is marked as volume two in
recent editions that are sequenced according the stories' internal chronology. Like the other Chronicles, it was
illustrated by Pauline Baynes, and her work has been retained in many later editions.

Most of the novel is set in Narnia, aland of talking animals and mythical creaturesthat is ruled by the evil
White Witch. In the frame story, four English children are relocated to alarge, old country house following a
wartime evacuation. The youngest, Lucy, visits Narnia three times viathe magic of awardrobe in a spare
room. Lucy's three siblings are with her on her third visit to Narnia. In Narnia, the siblings seem fit to fulfil

an old prophecy and find themselves adventuring to save Narnia and their own lives. The lion Aslan gives his
life to save one of the children; he later rises from the dead, vanquishes the White Witch, and crowns the
children Kings and Queens of Narnia.

Lewiswrote the book for (and dedicated it to) his goddaughter, Lucy Barfield. She was the daughter of Owen
Barfield, Lewissfriend, teacher, adviser and trustee. In 2003, The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe was
ranked ninth on the BBC's The Big Read poll. Time magazine included the novel initslist of the 100 Best

Y oung-Adult Books of All Time, aswell asitslist of the 100 best English-language novels published since
1923.
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Elijah (il-EYE-j?) or Elias ("My God is Y ahweh/Y HWH") was a prophet and miracle worker who lived in
the northern kingdom of Israel during the reign of King Ahab (9th century BC), according to the Books of
Kingsin the Hebrew Bible.

In 1 Kings 18, Elijah defended the worship of the Hebrew deity Y ahweh over that of the Canaanite deity
Baal. God also performed many miracles through Elijah, including resurrection, bringing fire down from the
sky, and ascending to heaven alive. He is also portrayed as leading a school of prophets known as "the sons
of the prophets.” Following Elijah's ascension, his disciple and devoted assistant Elishatook over as leader of
this school. The Book of Maachi prophesies Elijah's return "before the coming of the great and terrible day
of the LORD," making him a harbinger of the Messiah and of the eschaton in various faiths that revere the
Hebrew Bible. References to Elijah appear in Sirach, the New Testament, the Mishnah and Taimud, the
Quran, the Book of Mormon, and Bah&?i writings. Scholars generally agree that a historical figure named
Elijah existed in ancient Israel, though the biblical accounts of hislife are considered more legendary and
theologically reflective than historically accurate.

In Judaism, Elijah's nameisinvoked at the weekly Havdalah rite that marks the end of Shabbat, and Elijah is
invoked in other Jewish customs, among them the Passover Seder and the brit milah (ritual circumcision). He
appears in numerous stories and references in the Haggadah and rabbinic literature, including the Babylonian
Talmud. According to some Jewish interpretations, Elijah will return during the End of Times. The Christian
New Testament notes that some people thought that Jesus was, in some sense, Elijah, but it also makes clear
that John the Baptist is "the Elijah" who was promised to come in Malachi 3:1; 4:5. According to accountsin
all three of the Synoptic Gospels, Elijah appeared with Moses during the Transfiguration of Jesus.

Elijah in Islam appears in the Quran as a prophet and messenger of God, where his biblical narrative of
preaching against the worshipers of Baal is recounted in a concise form.

Due to hisimportance to Muslims, Catholics, and Orthodox Christians, Elijah has been venerated as the
patron saint of Bosnia and Herzegovina since 1752.
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The Pilgrim's Progress from This World, to That Which Isto Comeisa 1678 Christian alegory written by
John Bunyan. It is commonly regarded as one of the most significant works of Protestant devotional literature
and of wider early modern English literature. It has been trandlated into more than 200 languages and has
never been out of print. It appeared in Dutch in 1681, in German in 1703 and in Swedishin 1727. The first
North American edition was issued in 1681. It has also been cited as the first novel written in English.
According to literary editor Robert McCrum, "there's no book in English, apart from the Bible, to equal
Bunyan's masterpiece for the range of its readership, or its influence on writers as diverse as William
Hogarth, C. S. Lewis, Nathaniel Hawthorne, Herman Melville, Charles Dickens, Louisa May Alcott, George
Bernard Shaw, William Thackeray, Charlotte Bronte, Mark Twain, John Steinbeck and Enid Blyton." The
lyrics of the hymn "To be aPilgrim™" are based on the novel.

Bunyan began his work while in the Bedfordshire county prison for violations of the Conventicle Act 1664,
which prohibited the holding of religious services outside the auspices of the established Church of England.
Early Bunyan scholars such as John Brown believed The Pilgrim's Progress was begun in Bunyan's second,
shorter imprisonment for six months in 1675, but more recent scholars such as Roger Sharrock believe that it
was begun during Bunyan'sinitial, more lengthy imprisonment from 1660 to 1672 right after he had written
his spiritual autobiography Grace Abounding to the Chief of Sinners.



The English text comprises 108,260 words and is divided into two parts, each reading as a continuous
narrative with no chapter divisions. Thefirst part was completed in 1677 and entered into the Stationers
Register on 22 December 1677. It was licensed and entered in the "Term Catalogue”" on 18 February 1678,
which islooked upon as the date of first publication. After the first edition of thefirst part in 1678, an
expanded edition, with additions written after Bunyan was freed, appeared in 1679. The Second Part
appeared in 1684. There were eleven editions of the first part in John Bunyan's lifetime, published in
successive years from 1678 to 1685 and in 1688, and there were two editions of the second part, published in
1684 and 1686.
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The Hebrew Bible and the New Testament both contain narratives, poems, and instructions which describe,
encourage, command, condemn, reward, punish and regulate violent actions by God, individuals, groups,
governments, and nation-states. Among the violent acts referred to are war, human sacrifice, animal sacrifice,
murder, rape, genocide, and criminal punishment. Violence is defined around four main areas:. that which
damages the environment, dishonest or oppressive speech, and issues of justice and purity. War is a special
category of violence that is addressed in four different ways including pacifism, non-resistance, just war and
crusade.

The biblical narrative has a history of interpretation within Abrahamic religions and Western culture that
have used the texts for both justification of and opposition to acts of violence. There are awide variety of
views interpreting biblical texts on violence theologically and sociologically. The problem of evil, violence
against women, the absence of violence in the story of creation, the presence of Shalom (peace), the nature of
Hell, and the emergence of replacement theology are all aspects of these differing views.
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Josephine Sarah "Sadie" Earp (née Marcus, 1861 — December 19, 1944) was the common-law wife of Wyatt
Earp, afamed Old West lawman and gambler. She met Wyatt in 1881 in the frontier boom town of
Tombstone in Arizona Territory, when she was living with Johnny Behan, sheriff of Cochise County,
Arizona.

Josephine was born in New Y ork to a Prussian Jewish family. Her father was a baker. They moved to San
Francisco, where Josephine attended dance school as a girl. When her father had difficulty finding work, the
family moved in with her older sister and brother-in-law in a working-class tenement. Josephine ran away,
possibly as early as age 14, and traveled to Arizona, where she said she went "looking for adventure”. Much
of her life from about 1874 to 1882 (when she lived in the Arizona Territory) is uncertain; she worked hard to
keep this period of her life private, even threatening legal action against writers and movie producers. She
may have arrived in Prescott, Arizona, as early as 1874. The book | Married Wyatt Earp (1967), based on a
manuscript allegedly written in part by her, describes events she witnessed in Arizonathat occurred before
1879, the year she claimed at other timesto have first arrived in Tombstone. There is some evidence that she
lived from 1874 to 1876 in Prescott and Tip Top, Arizona Territory under the assumed name of Sadie
Mansfield, who was a prostitute, before becoming ill and returning to San Francisco. The name Sadie
Mansfield was a so recorded in Tombstone. Researchers have found that the two names share extremely
similar characteristics and circumstances.

Later in life Josephine described her first yearsin Arizona as "a bad dream”. What is known for certain is that
she traveled to Tombstone using the name Josephine Marcus in October 1880. She wrote that she met



Cochise County Sheriff Johnny Behan when she was 17 and he was 33. He promised to marry her and she
joined him in Tombstone. He reneged but persuaded her to stay. Behan was sympathetic to ranchers and
certain outlaw Cowboys, who were at odds with Deputy U.S. Marshal Virgil Earp and his brothers, Wyaitt
and Morgan. Josephine left Behan in 1881, before the gunfight at the O.K. Corral, during which Wyatt and
his brothers killed three Cochise County Cowboys. She went to San Francisco in March 1882 and was joined
that fall by Wyatt, with whom she remained as his life companion for 46 years until his death.

Josephine and Wyatt moved throughout their life, from one boomtown to another, until they finally bought a
cottage in the Sonoran Desert town of Vidal, California, on the Colorado River, where they spent the cooler
seasons. In the summer they retreated to Los Angeles, where Wyaitt struck up relationships with some of the
early cowboy actors, including William S. Hart and Tom Mix. The facts about Josephine Earp and her
relationship to Wyatt were relatively unknown until amateur Earp historian Glenn Boyer published the book |
Married Wyatt Earp. Boyer's book was considered a factual memoir, and cited by scholars, studied in
classrooms, and used as a source by filmmakers for 32 years. In 1998, reporters and scholars found that
Boyer could not document many of the facts he wrote about Josephine's time in Tombstone. Some critics
decried the book as a fraud and a hoax, and the University of Arizona withdrew the book from its catal og.
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Jeffrey Edward Epstein ( EP-steen; January 20, 1953 — August 10, 2019) was an American financier and
child sex offender who victimized hundreds of teenage girls. Born and raised in New Y ork City, Epstein
began his professional career as ateacher at the Dalton School. After his dismissal from the school in 1976,
he entered the banking and finance sector, working at Bear Stearns in various roles before starting his own
firm. Epstein cultivated an elite social circle and procured many women and children whom he and his
associates sexually abused.

In 2005, police in Palm Beach, Florida, began investigating Epstein after a parent reported that he had
sexually abused her 14-year-old daughter. Federal officialsidentified 36 girls, some as young as 14 years old,
whom Epstein had allegedly sexually abused. Epstein pleaded guilty and was convicted in 2008 by a Florida
state court of procuring a child for prostitution and of soliciting a prostitute. He was convicted of only these
two crimes as part of a controversial plea deal, and served ailmost 13 monthsin custody but with extensive
work release.

Epstein was arrested again on July 6, 2019, on federal charges for the sex trafficking of minorsin Florida and
New York. Hedied in hisjail cell on August 10, 2019. The medical examiner ruled that his death was a
suicide by hanging. Epstein's lawyers have disputed the ruling, and there has been significant public
skepticism about the true cause of his death, resulting in numerous conspiracy theories. In July 2025, the
Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) released CCTV footage supporting the conclusion that Epstein died by
suicide in hisjail cell. However, when the Department of Justice released the footage, approximately 2
minutes and 53 seconds of it was missing, and the video was found to have been modified despite the FBI's
claim that it was raw.

Since Epstein's death precluded the possibility of pursuing criminal charges against him, ajudge dismissed
al criminal charges on August 29, 2019. Epstein had a decades-long association with the British socialite
Ghislaine Maxwell, who recruited young girls for him, leading to her 2021 conviction on US federal charges
of sex trafficking and conspiracy for helping him procure girls, including a 14-year-old, for child sexual
abuse and prostitution. His friendship with public figures including Prince Andrew, Donald Trump, Bill
Clinton, and Mette-Marit, Crown Princess of Norway has attracted significant controversy. Steven
Hoffenberg, who spent 18 years behind bars as byproduct of his association with Epstein, in 2020
characterized the man as a"master manipulator”.
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Emma Grace Frost is a character appearing in American comic books published by Marvel Comics. Created
by writer Chris Claremont and artist/co-writer John Byrne, the character first appeared in The Uncanny X-
Men #129 (January 1980). She belongs to a subspecies of humans called mutants who are born with
superhuman abilities. Her mutation grants her high-level telepathic abilities and the power to turn into
organic diamond. Emma Frost has evolved from a supervillain and foe of the X-Men to becoming a
superhero and one of the team's most central members and |eaders. The character has also been known as the
White Queen of the Hellfire Club.

Emma Frost has been described as one of Marvel's most notable and powerful female heroes, being labeled
asafemmefatale.

Since her original introduction in comics, Frost has been featured in various other Marvel-licensed products,
including video games, animated television series, and merchandise such as trading cards. In particular, she
was portrayed by Finola Hughesin the television pilot Generation X. Subsequently, she appeared in the films
X-Men Origins; Wolverine, portrayed by Tahyna Tozzi, and X-Men: First Class, portrayed by January Jones.

The Shining (film)
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The Shining isa 1980 psychological horror film produced and directed by Stanley Kubrick and co-written
with novelist Diane Johnson. It is based on Stephen King's 1977 novel and stars Jack Nicholson, Shelley
Duvall, Danny Lloyd, and Scatman Crothers. The film presents the descent into insanity of arecovering
alcoholic and aspiring novelist (Nicholson) who takes ajob as winter caretaker for a mountain resort hotel
with hiswife (Duvall) and clairvoyant son (Lloyd).

Production took place aimost exclusively in England at EMI Elstree Studios, with sets based on real
locations. Kubrick often worked with a small crew, which alowed him to do many takes, sometimes to the
exhaustion of the actors and staff. The then-new Steadicam mount was used to shoot several scenes, giving
the film an innovative and immersive look and feel.

The film was released in the United States on May 23, 1980, by Warner Bros., and in the United Kingdom on
October 2 by Columbia Pictures through Columbia-EMI-Warner Distributors. There were several versions
for theatrical releases, each of which was cut shorter than the preceding cut; about 27 minutes was cut in
total. Reactions to the film at the time of its release were mixed; King criticized the film due to its deviations
from the novel. The film received two controversial nominations at the 1st Golden Raspberry Awardsin
1981—Worst Director and Worst Actress—the latter of which was later rescinded in 2022 due to Kubrick's
alleged treatment of Duvall on set.

The film has since been critically reappraised and is now often cited as one of the best horror films and one
of the greatest films of all time. The film was selected for preservation in the United States National Film
Registry by the Library of Congress as being "culturally, historically, or aesthetically significant" in 2018. A
sequel titled Doctor Sleep, based on King's 2013 novel of the same name, was adapted to film and released in
2019.
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
