The term derives from the Italian word sonetto (lit. 'little song', from the Latin word sonus,
lit. 'sound’). Originating in 13th-century Sicily, the sonnet was in time taken up in many European-language
areas, mainly to express romantic love at first, although eventually any subject was considered acceptable.
Many formal variations were a so introduced, including abandonment of the quatorzain limit — and even of
rhyme altogether in modern times.

John Florio

Giovanni Florio (1552 or 1553 — 1625), known as John Florio, was an English linguist, poet, writer,
trandator, lexicographer, and royal language tutor at the Court of James |. He is recognised as the most
important Renai ssance humanist in England. Florio contributed 1,149 words to the English language, placing
third after Chaucer (with 2,012 words) and Shakespeare (with 1,969 words), in the linguistic analysis
conducted by Stanford professor John Willinsky.

Florio was the first translator of Montaigne into English, possibly the first translator of Boccaccio into
English and he wrote the first comprehensive Italian—English dictionary (surpassing the only previous modest
Italian—English dictionary by William Thomas published in 1550).

Playwright and poet Ben Jonson was a personal friend, and Jonson hailed Florio as "loving father" and "ayde
of hismuses". Philosopher Giordano Bruno was also a personal friend; Florio met the Italian philosopher in
London, while both of them were residing at the French embassy. Bruno wrote and published in London his
six most celebrated moral dialogues, including La cena de le ceneri (The Ash Wednesday Supper, 1584), in
which Florio is mentioned as Bruno's companion.



John Florio worked as tutor to Henry Wriothesley, 3rd Earl of Southampton; from 1604 he became Groom of
the Privy Chamber to Queen Anne, until her death in 1619. Later in hislife, Florio was patronised by
William Herbert, 3rd Earl of Pembroke, whom he bequeathed his library.

Many of the intertextual borrowings by Shakespeare from Florio's works have been long attested, and
assumptions have been made to claim secret connections between Florio and Shakespeare, even asserting a
putative identity of Florio with the author of Shakespeare's works.

The namesake of the language is the Angles, one of the Germanic peoples that migrated to
Britain after its Roman occupiers left. English is the most spoken language in the world, primarily due to the
global influences of the former British Empire (succeeded by the Commonwealth of Nations) and the United
States. It isthe most widely learned second language in the world, with more second-language speakers than
native speakers. However, English is only the third-most spoken native language, after Mandarin Chinese
and Spanish.

English is either the official language, or one of the official languages, in 57 sovereign states and 30
dependent territories, making it the most geographically widespread language in the world. In the United
Kingdom, the United States, Australia, and New Zealand, it is the dominant language for historical reasons
without being explicitly defined by law. It is a co-official language of the United Nations, the European
Union, and many other international and regional organisations. It has aso become the de facto lingua franca
of diplomacy, science, technology, international trade, logistics, tourism, aviation, entertainment, and the
Internet. English accounts for at least 70 percent of total native speakers of the Germanic languages, and
Ethnol ogue estimated that there were over 1.4 billion speakers worldwide as of 2021.

Old English emerged from a group of West Germanic dialects spoken by the Anglo-Saxons. Late Old
English borrowed some grammar and core vocabulary from Old Norse, a North Germanic language. Then,
Middle English borrowed vocabulary extensively from French dialects, which are the source of
approximately 28 percent of Modern English words, and from Latin, which is the source of an additional 28
percent. While Latin and the Romance languages are thus the source for amgjority of itslexicon taken asa
whole, English grammar and phonology retain a family resemblance with the Germanic languages, and most
of its basic everyday vocabulary remains Germanic in origin. English exists on a dialect continuum with
Scots; it is next-most closely related to Low Saxon and Frisian.

It evolved from the colloquial Latin of the Roman Empire,
and isthe least divergent language from Latin, together with Sardinian. It is spoken by 68 to 85 million
people, including 64 million native speakers as of 2024. Some speakers of Italian are native bilinguals of
both Italian (either in its standard form or regional varieties) and alocal language of Italy, most frequently
the language spoken at home in their place of origin.

Italian is an official languagein Italy, San Marino, Switzerland (Ticino and the Grisons), and Vatican City,
and it has official minority statusin Croatia, Slovenia (Istria), Romania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, and in 6
municipalities of Brazil. It is aso spoken in other European and non-EU countries, most notably in Malta (by
66% of the population), Albaniaand Monaco, as well as by large immigrant and expatriate communitiesin
the Americas, Australia and on other continents.

Italian is a major language in Europe, being one of the official languages of the Organization for Security and
Co-operation in Europe and one of the working languages of the Council of Europe. It is the third-most-
widely spoken native language in the European Union (13% of the EU population) and it is spoken as a
second language by 13 million EU citizens (3%). Italian is the main working language of the Holy See,
serving as the lingua franca in the Roman Catholic hierarchy and the official language of the Sovereign
Military Order of Malta.

Italian influence led to the development of derivated languages and dialects worldwide. It is also widespread
in various sectors and markets, with its loanwords used in arts, luxury goods, fashion, sports and cuisine; it
has a significant use in musical terminology and opera, with numerous Italian words referring to music that
have become international terms taken into various languages worldwide, including in English. Almost all
native Italian words end with vowels, and the language has a 7-vowel sound system ("€" and "0" have mid-
low and mid-high sounds). Italian has contrast between short and long consonants and gemination (doubling)
of consonants.

Italy, officialy the Italian Republic, is a country in Southern and Western Europe. It consists of a peninsula
that extends into the Mediterranean Sea, with the Alps on its northern land border, as well as nearly 800
islands, notably Sicily and Sardinia. Italy shares land borders with France to the west; Switzerland and
Austriato the north; Sloveniato the east; and the two enclaves of Vatican City and San Marino. It isthe
tenth-largest country in Europe by area, covering 301,340 km2 (116,350 sq mi), and the third-most populous
member state of the European Union, with nearly 59 million inhabitants. Italy's capital and largest city is
Rome; other major citiesinclude Milan, Naples, Turin, Palermo, Bologna, Florence, Genoa, and Venice.

The history of Italy goes back to numerous Italic peoples — notably including the ancient Romans, who
conquered the Mediterranean world during the Roman Republic and ruled it for centuries during the Roman
Empire. With the spread of Christianity, Rome became the seat of the Catholic Church and the Papacy.
Barbarian invasions and other factors led to the decline and fall of the Western Roman Empire between late
antiquity and the Early Middle Ages. By the 11th century, Italian city-states and maritime republics
expanded, bringing renewed prosperity through commerce and laying the groundwork for modern capitalism.
The Italian Renaissance flourished during the 15th and 16th centuries and spread to the rest of Europe. Italian
explorers discovered new routes to the Far East and the New World, contributing significantly to the Age of
Discovery.

After centuries of political and territorial divisions, Italy was almost entirely unified in 1861, following wars
of independence and the Expedition of the Thousand, establishing the Kingdom of Italy. From the late 19th
to the early 20th century, Italy industrialised — mainly in the north — and acquired a colonial empire, while the
south remained largely impoverished, fueling alarge immigrant diasporato the Americas. From 1915 to
1918, Italy took part in World War | with the Entente against the Central Powers. In 1922, the Italian fascist
dictatorship was established. During World War |1, Italy was first part of the Axis until an armistice with the
Allied powers (1940-1943), then a co-belligerent of the Allies during the Italian resistance and the liberation
of Italy (1943-1945). Following the war, the monarchy was replaced by arepublic and the country made a
strong recovery.

A developed country with an advanced economy, Italy has the eighth-largest nominal GDP in the world, the
second-largest manufacturing sector in Europe, and plays a significant rolein regional and —to a lesser extent
— global economic, military, cultural, and political affairs. It isafounding and leading member of the
European Union and the Council of Europe, and is part of numerous other international organizations and
forums. As acultural superpower, Italy has long been arenowned global centre of art, music, literature,
cuisine, fashion, science and technology, and the source of multiple inventions and discoveries. It has the
highest number of World Heritage Sites (60) and is the fifth-most visited country in the world.
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
